REQUIREMENTS FOR CITIZENSHIP

You are at least 18 years old
You are a lawful permanent resident (green card holder)
You have continuously resided in the U.S. for at least 5 years
0 or you are married to a U.S. citizen and have continuously resided in the U.S. for at least
3 years
0 or you received your green card because you were battered or abused by your U.S.
citizen spouse or parent and have continuously resided in the U.S. for at least 3 years
You have “good moral character”
You can speak, read, and write simple English
0 oryou are at least 55 years old and have been a permanent resident for at least 15 years
0 oryou are at least 50 years old and have been a permanent resident for at least 20 years
o or you have a disability that prevents you from learning English
You know basic U.S. government and history
0 or you have a disability that prevents you from learning U.S. government and history

IF APPLYING FOR CITIZENSHIP:
YOU MUST BRING THE FOLLOWING DOCUMENTS TO THE WORKS HOP

A copy of both sides of your Permanent Resident Card (“green card”).

Your passport(s) (if you have one)

The application fee of $675 (or $595 if 75 or older), by check or money order, payable to “U.S. Citizenship &
Immigration Services.” Cash will not be accepted.

Two passport style (color, front face, 2" x 2") photos

If you are married now: Your spouse’s hirth date, marriage date, Social Security number, A-number (if
applicable), and naturalization date and place (if applicable).

If you or your spouse were married before: The previous spouse’s immigration status, marriage date, and
date the marriage ended.

If you have children: Their birth dates, A-numbers (if applicable), and current addresses.
